The winter is over in the East (as I write, the West 

is still getting snow) and the Morris County Ski Club 

completed the last of its successful ski trips this 

past week.  In the past season, we ran our fist New 

Yearõs western ski trip to Park City.  Our members 

enjoyed three days of skiing at Park City and one day 

at Deer Valley.  New Yearõs Eve was spent in the town 

of Park City.  In February, we had 51 members go to 

Crested Butte for the week-long ski trip.  It had 

been 16 years since the Club had last been to Crested 

Butte and the base area has changed significantly.

A  

special thanks go to the ski trip leaders for this past 

season Anil Rastogi, Ed Tideman, Deborah Schmitt, 

and Anthony Riccardi.  Also thanks go to the current 

ski director Sal Rutigliano and the past ski director 

Andy Modale in the planning of these trips.

Most enjoyed a nice warm lunch outside on the deck 

at the Paradise Hut for some B-B-Q. After a fine 

afternoon of skiing, some stopped at the Ice Bar (Bar 

made of Ice) for a few cocktails before skiing down 

to the base area for the official start of the happy 

hour period.
